The Laser Safety Officer must ensure that all employees who operate, maintain, or service laser products are properly trained. The Laser Safety Officer is also responsible for establishing, monitoring, and enforcing laser controls, as well as evaluating laser hazards.
This Hybrid course is a blended self-paced online and in-person practice certification course that provides a comprehensive study of theory and practice as a Laser Safety Officer. The student will have access to extensive online videos and training, through comprehensive course materials to obtain the skills required. At the completion of the course, an examination will be administered. 

Course Hours: 3 hrs. total (self-paced online)

Requirements for completion of the seminar: 

· 95% of total course hours

· Score a passing mark on the final examination of at least 70%.  

A certificate from the La Vida Aesthetics Institute as a Laser Safety Officer will be awarded with the completion of the course.

Objective:

Upon completion of the training in the Laser Safety Officer course, the student will be able to apply the theory and practice for safe and knowledgeable use of lasers in laboratories, classrooms, and the environment. 

Main Skills to Be Learned:

1. Laser registrations 

2. Hazard assessment by the Laser Safety Officer (LSO)

3. Laser worker safety training

4. Written laser safety procedure

5. Safety considerations - hazard zone 

6. Appropriate laser protective eyewear/PPE

8. Chapter skills assessments to check the understanding of key course concepts.

9. A certification of completion as a Laser Safety Officer from the La Vida Aesthetics Institute 

Admission Requirements:   

3. Minimum age for admissions is at least 18 years of age at the date of application.

4. Students must have attained a high school diploma, GED or equivalent.  

5. Proficiency in English and/or Spanish for Spanish instructed courses.

Tuition:

Tuition fee: $300.00. (Tuition must be paid in full at the time of enrolling)
Grading and Marking System Used:

Upon the conclusion of each seminar, an examination shall be given to each student.  The student must score a passing grade on the examination of at least 80% and demonstrate competency throughout the hands-on practicum based on the safe and effective use of the stated modalities of treatment.  Each treatment modality is assessed on an individual basis, with the student requiring an overall pass rate of 80% for the practicum in technique practices pertaining to the specific seminar taken through in-person hands-on practice.

Students that do not pass the final examination for each seminar taken may retake the examination within 2 weeks after the initial exam. Students must continue studying course materials provided as well as online videos through the student’s school website portal. A passing score of 80% must be achieved on the second attempt of the exam. Students that do not pass the exam after two attempts will not be awarded a certificate of completion as a Laser Hair Removal Technician- Apprentice-In-Training 

Satisfactory Progress Policy: 

The school does not measure academic progress by means of a cumulative grade point average. Students must make at least 80% on the final examination and students must proceed toward successful and timely completion of each training requirement. The measurement of academic progress for students is made throughout the course with an oral assessment of the student’s comprehension of course material as well as a visual assessment of competency with the operation of all course modalities of treatment. Students that fail to maintain satisfactory academic progress will receive written notification of noncompliance from the Institute’s Dean with suggestions on to how to improve competency and performance. 
Policy of Incompletes, Withdrawals, Remedial Work and Repeat Courses:

Under Texas Educational Code, Section 132.061(f), a student who is obligated for the full tuition may request a grade of “incomplete” if the student withdraws for an appropriate reason unrelated to the student’s academic status.  A student receiving a grade of incomplete may reenroll in the seminar, as offered, during the 12-month period following the date the student withdraws and complete those incomplete seminar hours and examinations without payment of additional tuition for that portion of the course with excused absences. (If the seminar was to be discontinued the student will be offered a similar seminar tom reenroll to.)
Completion of course requirements and Make-up Policy:
Students are allowed to miss up to 30 minutes of a seminar course.  Missed time more than 30 minutes can be made up by taking any training course offered within the following 12 months following the last day of the training course initially enrolled.  A prorated fee for make-up hours will be assessed for all make-up hours that fall outside of a regularly scheduled training course, without guaranteed availability unless the student proofs a valid reason to excuse absences.
Probationary policy:

A student that fails to show satisfactory requirements of the course material, shows unprofessional behavior and/or is disruptive to the learning environment of others may be placed on academic probation.  The student will then receive written suggestions from the school to increase classroom performance or to correct behavior deficiencies. Failure to comply with the conditions of Probation may result in further restrictions on registration or Academic Suspension or Dismissal.

Attendance Policy – Absences, Tardiness, Make-up Work, and Leaves of Absence:
Students must complete 95% of seminar hours of training in order to be eligible to sit for the final examination.  The school does not place students on probation for unsatisfactory attendance or require early termination.  Students will be allowed to make up missed training time in accordance with the guidelines as incorporated within this Catalogue.  Any leaves of absence will be considered within the provisions herein. 

Notwithstanding disqualification from sitting for the examination, the school does not place students on Probation or cause Termination of enrollment for failing to maintain adequate training time during their enrollment period.  Students will be allowed readmittance to complete any missed course training for up to one year following the last day of coursework offered during their initially enrollment period.   
Make-up Work:

No more than 5% of the total course time hours for a course may be made up.  Make-up work shall: 


(1) be supervised by an instructor approved for the class being made up. 


(2) require the student to demonstrate substantially the same level of knowledge or competence expected of a student who attended the scheduled class session. 


(3) be completed within two weeks of the end of the grading period during which the absence occurred. 


(4) be documented by the school as being completed, recording the date, time, duration of the make-up session, and the name of the supervising instructor; and 


(5) be signed and dated by the student to acknowledge the make-up session.

Leaves of Absence:
Students within seminars with a course time of 40 hours or less shall not be granted leaves of absence.

School Conduct Policy:

Students on the La Vida Aesthetics Institute campus are expected to behave in a manner that will create a safe and orderly academic environment for themselves and others. Students found in violation of these conduct expectations will be subject to disciplinary action which may include written warning, suspension, dismissal, and/or referral to law enforcement officials. Below is a partial list of inappropriate behaviors that will be subject to disciplinary action. This list is not all-inclusive. 

1. Academic dishonesty, including any form of plagiarism, cheating, falsification of records, or collaboration with others to defraud 

2. Actions that disrupt teaching, learning, administration, or interfere with the rights of others 

3. Non-compliance with the directives of school faculty and staff 

4. Violation of written policies, rules, or procedures 

5. Theft of any kind, and related behaviors such as possessing stolen property or using the property of others without their permission 

6. Damage to property or destruction of property 

7. Creation of unsafe conditions 
8. Carrying out a false alarm or creating an emergency situation such as a fire or a bomb threat 

9. Hurting others, threatening others, or engaging in behavior that may result in harm to others 

10. Selling, consuming, and/or possessing alcoholic beverages 

11. Possessing or using drugs not prescribed for the student by a physician; selling any drugs; possessing or using illegal drugs or narcotics 

12. Possessing a firearm or other deadly or dangerous weapons such as knives, knuckles, clubs, baseball bats, and hammers while on the property of the school or in any part of the school building 

13. Failure to abide by the Institute’s laser safety rules and/or operating procedures  
14. Sexual harassment in any form by students or any member of the administration, faculty, or staff is prohibited. The school is committed to creating and maintaining an environment for all school personnel and students that is free of harassment, forced sexual activity, or any other sexual communication or conduct that interferes with performance in the classroom or the workplace 

Sexual Harassment Defined: Unwelcome sexual advances, requests for sexual favors, and other verbal or physical conduct of a sexual nature constitute sexual harassment when 
a) submission to such conduct is made either explicitly or implicitly a term or condition of an individual's employment, 
b) submission to or rejection of such conduct by an individual is used as the basis for employment decisions affecting such individuals, or
c) such conduct has the purpose or effect of unreasonably interfering with an individual's work performance or creating an intimidating, hostile, or offensive working environment. 
Readmissions Policy:

A student whose enrollment is terminated due to violation of any provision within the Institute’s Code of Conduct may petition the Dean of the Institute for unlikely reentry following a passage of time no shorter than the passing of one grading period. No refund of tuition will be granted for any student whose enrollment was terminated for breach of the Institute’s Code of Conduct.  In his or her sole discretion, the Dean may allow for make-up hours or require that the student repeat the entire course as condition for reentry.  
Graduation Requirements:
The La Vida Aesthetics Institute does not measure academic progress by means of a cumulative grade point average. At the end of each seminar, the student must demonstrate competency in techniques through in-person hands-on practice and score of at least an 80% on the written examination which consists of, part multiple-choice and a part short answer questions to receive a certificate of completion for each specific seminar taken.
